Bonus: She starred in a musical film with Donald O’Connor, Marilyn Monroe and Johnny Ray, to name only the LGBT cast members! Name it.

5. Who composed and wrote the lyrics for a musical about people who have killed American presidents?

Bonus: Name the musical.

6. It wasn’t a lesbian musical, no it wasn’t, honest. They both got the men at the end. Which musical film sang about “A Secret Love”?

Bonus: Who was the actress and singer brave enough to sing the song?

7. What was the name of the musical, made up of songs and monologues, that celebrated the lives of people living with and dying from AIDS?

Bonus: What inspired the musical?

8. This famous gay author wrote the book, that then became a play and then a musical and then it became a film, starring Lisa Minelli and Michael York. Name him.

Bonus: Name the gay musical actor and dancer who also starred.

9. “The Belles Are Ringing”. Name the actress who originated the lead part on Broadway and played her in the film.

Bonus: Name the comedy in which she starred with Broderick Crawford.

10. Cocaine addict, gay man and a writer of many musicals, who wrote “Anything Goes”?

Which other gay performer rewrote the words to his song “Let’s Do It”?
